
1. Gaps in the Z-axis are filled with support material.  

2. Matte finish puts a layer of support material on top of part. 

3. To minimize cost: 
1. Select Glossy finish. 

2. Make flat parts by splitting your part into smaller parts. 

3. Orient parts to eliminate gaps under the build material: 
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Using Objet 3D Printers Efficiently
